REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/71, temperature 97.4, heart rate 87, respirations 18, blood sugar 78, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute hypovolemic hyponatremia. Continue potassium supplementation and routine lab. Ensure adequate hydration.

2. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications.

3. Diabetes. Continue current medications and diet control.

4. Hypertension. Continue current medications.
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
