The patient stated he has a history of recurrent otitis media and otitis externa and symptoms are similar. He states symptoms have been going on for about three days now, he has been using over-the-counter medication with no improvement. He described pain as sharp. He states pain is non-radiating and confined to both of his ears.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports pain in his lateral surface of his neck. Denies stiff neck. He denies increased temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

HEENT: Normal. Right Ear: There is effusion present. The effusion appears purulent. The TM is dull to reflex. There is positive tragal tag. EAC is erythematous and edematous.
NECK: Tender and palpable anterior cervical nodes bilaterally.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right otitis media.

2. Right otitis externa.

3. Left otitis media.

4. Left otitis externa.

5. Cervical lymphangitis.
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The patient was sent home with.

1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now, then one p.o. daily until it is gone.

2. The patient was given samples of Ciprodex, he will take two drops three times a day for 10 days.

He was advised to come back in 10 days if no improvement or to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
