PREOPERATIVE HISTORY AND PHYSICAL

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 58-year-old African American male who is seen preoperatively as he is scheduled for right total knee replacement.

HPI: As noted, the patient is a 58-year-old male who reports an episode of fall in approximately 2017. He suffered an injury to the right knee. He had since developed increasing pain involving the knee. Pain is sharp and typically rated 10/10. It is associated with anterior, lateral and medial displacement and buckling of his knee. The patient reports that the pain is slightly improved with cane and brace. He stated that he also has associated back pain secondary to malalignment of his hip, all resulting from the injury. He has had no cardiovascular symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Status post fall.

2. Knee injury.

3. Back injury.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Carpal tunnel release.

2. Right inguinal herniorrhaphy.
MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: A maternal aunt had congestive heart failure and two maternal aunts had diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes that he has distant history of cigarette smoking, but none in 20 years. He denies history of alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports some weight gain.

Skin: He has had some changes in his skin.

Eyes: He has impaired vision and uses a reading glass.

Ears: Normal.

Oral Cavity: He has dental implants.

Lungs: Normal.

Cardiac: He has prior history of palpitations.
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Gastrointestinal: No nausea, vomiting, hematochezia or melena.

Genitourinary: He has frequency and urgency.

The remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 112/71, pulse 67, respiratory rate 20, height 73”, weight 183.4 pounds.

Musculoskeletal: His brace is not removed. He is noted to have tenderness on all passive motions.

IMPRESSION: This is a 58-year-old male who is status post fall. He had suffered a knee injury and back injury. He is now found to have unilateral primary osteoarthritis of the right knee. The patient is currently scheduled for total knee replacement.

His ECG reveals a sinus rhythm of 51 beats per minute and was otherwise unremarkable.
The patient currently has no cardiovascular symptoms. His ECG is benign. Lab work otherwise is pending. He is felt to be clinically stable for his procedure.

CONCLUSION: This 58-year-old male with documented valgus deformities, joint line tenderness and decreased range of motion is felt to be medically stable for his procedure. He is cleared for same.
RECOMMENDATION: May proceed as surgically indicated.
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
