HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of hypertension and diabetes mellitus. The patient is here for followup. The patient is complaining of shortness of breath. Denies syncope or presyncope.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Losartan 100 mg daily, levothyroxine, Invokana, Januvia, and hydrochlorothiazide.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. A 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
