CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of neck pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had noticed neck pain two weeks ago and he took over-the-counter medications and used heating pad with some relief. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities. The patient also has both rib pain that started about the same time, but there is no pain at this time.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the neck on both sides. Cervical forward flexion is painful at 10 degrees.

The patient also has minimal tenderness of the ribcage. There is no deformity and there are no skin changes.
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
