CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of indigestion, injury to the right index and middle finger, and high fasting blood glucose.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he felt bloating for the past several days since he was taking nonsteroidal antiinflammatory medication for his finger injury. The patient did not have any acid reflux or vomiting. He did not pass any black stools.

The patient stated that his right index and middle finger got caught in a car and he has open wound small and it is healing.

The patient’s fasting blood glucose was more than 150 mg/dL and he is advised on low-carb diet. The patient was noncompliant for the last few days.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for coronary artery disease and he is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on enalapril 10 mg once a day, metoprolol 50 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on glimepiride 1 mg tablet twice a day and Tradjenta 5 mg once a day. All other medications also reviewed and reconciled.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any abdominal tenderness. There is mild abdominal *________*. Bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right hand examination reveals right middle and index finger mild injury. Wound is completely healed except 2 mm open wound. Movements of the fingers are unremarkable.
The patient is ambulatory without any restrictions.
