THOMAS, ANTHONY
Mr. Thomas is a 68-year-old male with history of malignant neoplasm of the lower third of the esophagus. The patient has been admitted to hospice now because he is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. He has chronic pain, coughing, vomiting, congestion, difficulty with swallowing, severe aspiration syndrome, high risk of fall, high risk of aspiration pneumonia, and KPS score of 40%. He has demonstrated significant weight loss. He lives with a caregiver named David. He is ADL is dependent. He is bowel and bladder incontinent at this time. His degree of responsiveness waxes and wanes. He is sleeping now about 12-14 hours a day. As I mentioned, he has lost weight. He has very little appetite. He suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. 
Mr. Anthony Thomas’ history is as follows: He was diagnosed with esophageal cancer on or about 04/01/2021. The patient initially showed response to treatment with improvement in the PET scan. The patient subsequently had to be taken off the chemo and radiation therapy because now he was no longer able to tolerate any type of treatment because of nausea, vomiting, and 25-pound weight loss and severe weakness. Subsequently, the PET scan shows enlargement of the esophageal cancer with metastatic disease and subsequent placement of the patient on hospice at this time.
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
