CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of sores in mouth for the past three to four days, thinks she has thrush, plus recent COVID, treated with antibiotics and steroids.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with recent COVID, now with sores in her mouth with questionable thrush for the past four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension with followup with cardiologist.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See the list on chart.

ALLERGIES: TETRACYCLINE.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: COVID x 2 weeks ago with use of antibiotics and steroids. Past history of hypertension.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema to oral mucosa. Neck: Supple without masses or adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without abnormalities. Extremities: Without abnormalities. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormalities.

The patient had a repeat COVID test, which was negative.

DIAGNOSES: Recent COVID plus thrush and history of hypertension and cardiovascular disease.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for nystatin to take topically and Diflucan to take only if necessary with followup as needed.
