REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. Past medical history as above. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs:  Within normal limits. Left hand with 1+ tenderness to left fourth metacarpophalangeal joint. Full range of motion. *__________* within normal limits. Forearm within normal limits. Arm and shoulder within normal limits. Neurovascular without any abnormality. Skin: No discoloration or rash. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck & Back: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. 
IMPRESSION: Followup sprain to left fourth finger metacarpophalangeal joint. The patient is advised to leave brace off, to work as tolerated with minimal restrictions. Advised not to climb ladders, limited grasping and squeezing, not to lift more than 30 pounds. We will see her again on 07/14/22.
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
