Thank you for referring Ms. Anunciacion Arias Seban for infectious disease evaluation of positive QuantiFERON-TB Gold.
The patient has history of positive PPT as well as QuantiFERON Gold positive. She was treated for latent tuberculosis with isoniazid early this year. During the first few weeks of therapy, the patient developed gastrointestinal upset and could not tolerate INH. There is no history according to the patient of hepatic dysfunction, however, the medication was discontinued after approximately three months.

The patient will be evaluated for alternative therapy using single agents including rifampin, which may be suitable for a four-month period. However, before this can be initiated, repeat chest x-ray will be obtained.

The patient will follow up here and may be started on rifampin prophylaxis for a four-month period pending repeat chest x-ray, as well as liver enzymes.

All results will be forwarded to your attention.
