The patient presented to the clinic with complaints of headache for the past week, comes and goes, with body aches and diarrhea, with chills.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient complains of diffuse cephalic headache moderate to severe for the past several days, has been relieved with Tylenol before, but now has increased in severity, with slight photophobia, with history of migraine “years ago.” She describes tension in her muscles of her upper chest and neck.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes mellitus, *__________*, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, asthma, and migraines.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Partial hysterectomy, appendectomy, cholecystectomy, tonsillectomy, bladder sling procedure, and ablations back.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Diarrhea x 6 today with slight nausea. Past History: See chart. Low back pain, recent flare-up, macular degeneration of right eye *__________*, followed by retinologist.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure is slightly elevated at 143/91 Afebrile.
FINAL IMPRESSION: Migraine headache and viral syndrome.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Flexeril 10 mg and Tylenol No.3 #8 to take for severe headache. Given Toradol in the clinic with good relief prior to discharge with prescriptions as above. Return as needed, with headache precautions, to go to the ER if needed.
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
