Laura Green was seen in the office for evaluation followup of her thyroid.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Nodular goiter.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Hypertension.

5. Sleep apnea syndrome.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.05 mg daily, ropinirole 2 mg one daily, amlodipine 10 mg daily, metoprolol ER 25 mg daily, HCTZ 12.5 mg daily, simvastatin 20 mg daily, aspirin 81 daily, and lisinopril 40 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 116/64, weight 133 pounds, and BMI is 26. The thyroid gland was not enlarged and there was no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent thyroid function: TSH 1.14, normal.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism, nodular goiter, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia with sleep apnea syndrome.

I have advised that she continue the current program and followup visit in one year.
