CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of heartburn and upper abdominal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter and son-in-law stating that she has noticed pain in the upper abdomen for past several days and the patient did not have any tarry stools or constipation. The patient stated that she felt nauseated, but there was no vomiting and the information is obtained to family who translated to English.
OBJECTIVE:
