CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right foot pain, cough, acid reflux and heartburn.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she developed pain in the right foot and she was seen in the emergency room at the hospital. She was given pain medications. The patient stated that pain is less now and it is and the pain level is 4. The patient has a history of gout. She wants to start colchicine 0.6 mg.
The patient also has mild cough without any sputum production it is mostly upon lying down. The patient was not exposed to any infections or allergies and she is COVID vaccinated.
The patient has acid reflux with heartburn on and off, but lately it is more since the patient had some lemon. The patient denied any nausea or vomiting. There was no change in the stool color.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, skin rashes or severe back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gout and she is on allopurinol 100 mg two tablets a day.
She is on chlorthalidone 25 mg once a day as needed.
The patient is on Nexium 20 mg once a day on empty stomach.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism she is on levothyroxine 25 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and she is on metformin 500 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with metoprolol 25 mg half a day along with low-salt diet.
All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.
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OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema or tremors. Right foot examination reveals tenderness of the forefoot. There is minimal swelling without any open wounds. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
