CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right foot pain, anxiety disorder, and alcohol use.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed severe pain in the right foot especially on the big toe and he thinks it is gout. The patient used over-the-counter medications. He went to the emergency room. The pain is now 5. The patient stated that he was drinking beer almost every day for the past few days. The patient denied consuming any shell fish or a large amount of red meat.
The patient also feels anxious, not depressed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for anxiety disorder and he was on sertraline 25 mg once a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. He lives with his mother. The patient is a manager in workplace. No history of drug abuse or smoking.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf swelling or tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft, slightly obese without any tenderness. There is no organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema or tremors. Right foot examination reveals tenderness of the big toe. There is no significant swelling at this time. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. There are no open wounds.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact. The patient does not have any tremors.

PSYCHOLOGIC: Psychologically, the patient appears stable.
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
