Today, I discussed the finding of the echocardiogram done in my office with Mr. Jogani. A copy of the CD of echocardiogram done in my office was given to Mr. Jogani. The frame 16 of the CD shows an aneurysm of the sinuses of Valsalva which expands in systole and then returns to baseline. This is unusual finding seen in only one frame of the echocardiogram CD which according to me may have potential for serious consequences. This was explained to Mr. Jogani and Mrs. Jogani on the phone.

So, Mr. Jogani was advised to have a second opinion as well as the transesophageal echocardiogram advised by Cedars-Sinai Hospital as soon as possible. This was explained to Mr. Jogani in detail and he said that as of now he would wait and consider doing another echocardiogram in six months as advised by the second cardiology opinion. I have offered him to show the echocardiogram pictures as to what I am describing him about the aneurysm. He said he will decide about my offer in next few weeks.

In view of CT scan done on 03/08/2022 at Cedars-Sinai Medical Center, I also advised him to consider doing cardiac cath because the proximal left anterior descending artery showed 50% to 69% obstruction which has not been seen in the previous CT of the coronary arteries done on 10/23/2020. He understood well and as of now he has decided to wait and not to pursue above advice given to him and his wife was on the phone at the same time.
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Please feel free to contact me at any time. I am still of the opinion that Mr. Jogani should do TEE and also cardiac cath to evaluate coronary artery disease as well as aorta as soon as possible, but as mentioned above he has decided to wait and he will let me know when he is ready for the above suggestions.
