PATIENT NAME: Rodriguez Hernandez, Luciano

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/05/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient developed blister on the left side of the anterior neck and also on the right face the blisters could be atypical presentation of herpes zoster or it could be eczema or cellulitis.

PLAN: Valtrex 1 g every eight hours three times a day is ordered for seven days for possibility of herpes zoster affecting both sides, hydrocortisone 1% cream is ordered to be applied on the face, Zithromax 500 mg daily is ordered for seven days for possible cellulitis. In addition, levocetirizine 5 mg daily is ordered for possibility of allergic reaction or eczema. Blood tests were done today. Wellness Examination was done today. The patient advised to lose weight. He will be seen again as per previous appointment and depending on the results of the blood work and clinical course. If his rash does not improve, we will refer him to a dermatologist.
