PATIENT NAME: Benton, Glenn

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/05/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen by me last time in March 2021 and he did not come for followup. He ran out of his medicines. He has Alzheimer’s disease and he was not taking medicines. According to patient’s son, his memory got worse and they decided to come today. The patient was restarted on his previous medicines. Meanwhile, the patient had a cardiac catheterization done on May 24, 2022 by Dr. Agusala and it showed mild coronary artery disease and medical therapy was recommended.

PLAN: We gave a list of medications. We added Namenda at a higher dose of Namenda 5 mg two in the morning and one at bedtime. Previously, he was taking Namenda 5 mg twice a day. The patient also takes Effexor for anxiety and family wants to continue it. We will continue rosuvastatin for high cholesterol. A complete list was given to the patient’s family. The patient will be seen again in three months.
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
