PATIENT NAME: Martinez, Elida

SUBJECTIVE: The patient swelling of legs improved after she decreased amlodipine to amlodipine 5 mg every other day. Her blood pressure is 113/77. The patient had slightly elevated alkaline phosphatase most likely from fatty liver. She had renal ultrasound on June 23, 2022 and it was normal.

PLAN: The patient will discontinue amlodipine if her blood pressure goes high we will add amlodipine 2.5 mg daily. She will monitor her blood pressure and if it goes above 130 she will call us and we will order amlodipine 2.5 mg daily. The patient is advised to lose weight. She will be seen again in six months.
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
