PATIENT NAME: Morris, Stanley

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. He was seen for followup visit. He had a CT scan of the chest without contrast after his chest x-ray. Radiologist had recommended CT scan of the chest after he had abnormal finding on the chest x-ray. However, CT scan of the chest did not show any lung tumor. There was possibility of pericardial cyst and radiologist recommended CT scan of the chest with contrast to rule out duplicate esophagus or pericardial cyst and we will call his insurance to get CT scan of the chest with contrast. Results of the heart scan or coronary calcium score were discussed with the patient. Most of the calcium score is related to lesion in left anterior descending artery and we faxed the copy to Dr. Angirekula. Dr. Angirekula has recommended pulmonary consultation with Dr. Kodityal and patient will be referred to Dr. Kodityal. The patient’s breathing has improved with Trelegy Ellipta inhaler. We also ordered albuterol HFA inhaler. The patient will be referred to Dr. Kodityal. He will be seen again as per previous appointment.
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
