The patient presents with history of whole mouth is red, claimed to be painful, cannot eat or drink, started yesterday.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with history of sore lips and redness of mouth with lesion on tongue for the past couple of days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Erythema of oral mucosa with a whitish raised lesion on distal dorsal tongue measuring 2 cm, elevated 5 mm with irregular surface.

Strep screen was done which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Stomatitis with folliculitis on surface of tongue with papular type lesion suspected.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Kenalog Orabase to apply. Follow up in two to three days with instructions and follow up with pediatrician if not clearing.
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
