The patient presents with chest congestion, sore throat, and fever for the past three days and stuffy ears.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, sore throat, sinus pain, and temperature up to 101.5 and 100.5 last night with flu-like symptoms for the past week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, deep vein thrombosis, depression, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and appendectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.
ALLERGIES: *__________* FLEXERIL.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: Pneumonia x2 in the past six months *__________* flu shot (the patient’s last episode of pneumonia in past April).
Because of respiratory symptoms, the patient had chest x-ray and also had strep, flu and COVID tests with positive COVID test. Chest x-ray shows minimal scarring right lower lobe without evidence of infiltrate.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.0. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. No respiratory distress. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu and COVID screens as above with positive COVID test with secondary bronchitis.
PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin and dexamethasone injections with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with COVID precautions and followup as needed.
