Mr. Kennedy was seen regarding recent hospitalization due to bleeding, diabetes mellitus, and wound of the ingrow toenail.

HISTORY: Mr. Kennedy was in the hospital with bleeding from the penis. He is known to have bladder tumor removed one or two months earlier. *__________* a week after. He does have urology appointment scheduled. He is currently not bleeding. He is bothered by ingrown toenail and does need some wound care. Coronary artery is stable without any chest pain. Prostatic hypertrophy appears controlled at the moment. Hypertension is stable at the present time and there is no headache or any cardiac symptoms. He has diabetes mellitus and blood sugar have been relatively stable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, fever, nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: Not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 114/60, temperature 98.7, pulse 76, respiratory rate 15. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: No acute joint inflammation or effusion. A foot exam was done. Pedal pulses are palpable. No calf tenderness. There is slight wound of the right toenail that was ingrown.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Kennedy had bleeding from the penis, which is stable.

2. He had bladder tumor removed and at one time had a Foley. He has a followup with urology.

3. He has diabetes and I will continue Januvia 100 mg daily plus Levemir 5 units nightly plus metformin 850 mg twice a day.

4. He has Parkinsonism and I will continue Sinemet 100/25 mg one four times a day.

5. He is also on Mirapex 25 mg four times a day.

6. I ordered Keflex 500 mg four times a day. He has vitamin D replacement 50,000 units just monthly.

7. For prostatic hyperplasia. I will continue Flomax 0.4 mg daily.
