Mrs. Dowski is an 86-year-old female seen because of cough.

History: The staff was concerned that in the past few days she has significant cough. It was severe but there is no clear-cut sputum. She gets this every once in a while, but this lasted for a while. She has upper respiratory symptoms. She denied any dyspnea. She does have dementia and little bit confused. She has poverty of speech. She has no associated dyspnea or hemoptysis. Her wounds are relatively stable. In fact, I believe the coccygeal wound does heal. She denied pain. She does have gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis. There is no heartburn. She has had hypertension. She denies headache, chest pain, or cardiac symptoms. Her dementia is moderately severe. She can speak a few words. She has osteoarthritis in multiple joint, but that was not bothering her today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/60, pulse 56, respiratory rate 16, and temperature 97.3. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal to inspection. There is no sinus tenderness. Neck is supple. No nodes. Lungs: Clear to auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop or murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Dowski has a cough and that is doing better. There is no clear-cut infection at the moment though is normal. She may use Robitussin p.r.n. If needed.

2. She has dementia and I will continue donepezil 5 mg daily. She has behavior, psychiatric problem, and has problem with psychiatry and is on olanzapine 10 mg at bedtime and Seroquel 50 mg b.i.d.

3. She has osteoarthritis and I will continue Tylenol 325 mg every six hours as needed.

4. She has essential tremor and I will continue propranolol 60 mg daily and that may help her blood pressure also.

5. For depression, she is on Lexapro 10 mg daily. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
