CHIEF COMPLAINT: History of COPD and shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 58-year-old white male who has a long-standing history of smoking. He was recently sent for a chest CT as well as a PFT and was diagnosed to have COPD. The patient has fatigue, shortness of breath with exertion and occasional cough as well as wheezing. Denied chest pains, fevers, or night sweats. He did have an episode of COVID in January 2022.

PAST HISTORY: The patient’s past history includes history of lumbar disc surgery, history of atrial fibrillation and cholecystectomy, and history of fractured jaw with repair. Denied other history of chronic lung disease.

MEDICATIONS: Med list includes Trelegy Ellipta 100 mcg one puff a day, Xanax 1 mg h.s., amiodarone 200 mg daily, Cardizem 180 mg a day, and montelukast 10 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: None listed.

HABITS: The patient smoked one to two packs per day for 30 years and quit. Occasional beer. No illicit drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of cancer of the lung. Mother is alive in fair health.

SYSTEM REVIEW: The patient has fatigue. No fever or weight loss. No cataracts or glaucoma. No vertigo, hoarseness, or nosebleeds. No urinary frequency or flank pains. He does have joint pains. He has cough, some wheezing, shortness of breath, heartburn, and abdominal discomfort. He does have joint pains and muscle aches. Denies headache, seizures, or memory loss, but has numbness of the extremities and stiffness of the muscles.
