A:
Hypertension, back pain with degenerative disc disease, CAD, and UTI.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient’s daughter is at bedside.  She was in the emergency room recently for her back pain.  She does see pain management specialist and she has gotten steroid injections and she was supposed to get another procedure soon, which was postponed because of her recent hospitalization.
