Dear Dr. Jinu:

I received the results of the renal arterial Doppler with evidence for renal artery stenosis on the left kidney, which still is close to normal but smaller in size comparing to the right-sided.  I talked to the daughter Beth.  Mother has been referred to vascular surgeon although this can also be addressed by interventional radiologist.  I just wanted to make sure that the patient and family is aware of the pros and cons.  Given the uncontrolled blood pressure and progressive renal failure, I think it is indicated that procedure.  They need to understand the risk of IV contrast exposure as well as potential cholesterol emboli or complications of procedure or anesthesia.  She is on a combination of Coreg, hydralazine, HCTZ, lisinopril and propranolol.  The patient and family are aware of above concerns and potential benefits.  We will monitor overtime.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
