PATIENT NAME: Hignojos, Albert

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/06/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stopped taking Trulicity as his blood sugar was going low. He did not call us.

PLAN: We advised patient to restart Trulicity 1.5 mg per week. We will decrease Tresiba insulin to 80 units daily. Previously, he was taking 100 units daily and we will reduce it to 80 units daily. The patient will monitor blood sugars and we will adjust the dose of insulin. He will call us with blood sugars every five to seven days. The patient will continue glipizide and Synjardy XR also. The patient’s blood sugars are about 158 at home at present and we will start Trulicity. The patient gives history of 3 cm infrarenal aneurysm on CT scan of the abdomen in March 2018. However, his CT scan of the abdomen in January 2019 did not report any aneurysm. We will schedule him for ultrasound of the abdomen to rule out abdominal aortic aneurysm. He does not smoke.
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
