History: Mr. Gilmore was accompanied by his wife. Mr. Gilmore is 84 years old and is going downhill. He has chronic atrial fibrillation. He has had a crush injury of his hand when he was in navy and he had fat transplanted in the dorsum of his right hand and basically, he does not have that much function in his right hand now. He is getting weak in that he cannot get up out of commode. He needs a toilet seat lift. He needs a walker. He needs a cane. He needs a recliner with the lift and his wife works during the daytime and he needs some assistance during the day for somebody to be with him for few hours till his wife can come home. The patient is extremely hard of hearing and he is going to go to VA for hearing aids. He today denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. I have told him he must keep appointment with the nephrologist as well as the cardiologist as he has chronic diastolic heart failure, weakness and he states he does not have means to go for physical therapy on his own at this time. Rest of the physical is as in the chart. He was on Jardiance, which Dr. Khan took him off. The patient will go to VA and see what benefits he has about all these equipments.
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
