History: Ms. Flowers was seen today. She has:

1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
Her statin was refilled. Her diabetes medicine was refilled. She has refill on her carvedilol still, so that was not done. Results of carotid ultrasound discussed. The patient has an abnormal CT of the head, but the carotid ultrasound does not show significant blockage, but severe atherosclerosis in both the carotid arteries. I have explained to her as hardening of the arteries to the best of what she can understand. I had made a referral to Dr. Moghalu who is with CHI St. Joseph Neurology. The patient was told about the referral and given phone number, but she lost it and she stated she was waiting for Dr. Moghalu’s office to call her. As Dr. Moghalu’s office had not called her, today when she came in, I gave her the phone number myself along with the address and told her that she will have to initiate the call to make the appointment and she understands that. Except for occasional dizzy spells, she has no other complaints of headache, vision problem, shortness of breath, chest pain, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. While I am dictating, the patient called the office again to double confirm that she was supposed to call and make an appointment where we sent the referral already and the patient was told that that is exactly what she needs to do; I have given her phone number as well as the address and that she should do and we have already sent the records to Dr. Moghalu. The patient states she will follow the advice. I will see her in the office in 4 to 6 weeks.
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
