She lives in an apartment called Millpond Manor in Flint.

Ms. Renaud was not feeling overly well, but denied any specific. She has been eating less. It was warm though when seen and quite hot. Nevertheless, she was able to come out and greet me outside and ambulates with a walker. She is *__________* and has not had recent falls. She has significant dementia, but has caregiver and has a guardian and they seems to be able to keeping her in the apartment for quite sometime. Both knees have been replaced, but she walks with a walker. She has hypertension, but that is well controlled at the present time. She is on Eliquis and I contacted her guardian and I believe it is for atrial fibrillation. Her heart rate is stable with metoprolol 50 mg daily. She denies any bleeding. Her osteoarthritis is baseline. It is on both sides of the body involving multiple joints. There has not been a major change in her cognition in the last few months.

PAST HISTORY: Dementia, probable Alzheimer’s, essential hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux disease, and osteoarthritis of multiple joints.

FAMILY HISTORY: She could not tell me much and the family does not seem to want to have much to do with her.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: She does not feel feverish or reports chills. Eye: No complaints. ENT: No complaints. Respiratory: She denies dyspnea or cough. Cardiovascular: She denies chest pain or palpitations. GI: She denies abdominal pain, vomiting, or bleeding. She does complain of constipation at times. There is no abdominal pain. GU: She denies dysuria. Musculoskeletal: She does have some knee pain. She has slightly decreased vision and hearing, but not extreme and there is no earache or sore throat or hoarseness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.1, pulse 60, blood pressure 112/62, and O2 saturation 99%. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Extraocular movements intact. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal. Neck: Supple. No mass. No thyromegaly. No nodes. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No extra sounds or murmurs. No edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation intact. Mental Status: She is partially oriented to time and place. 
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Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Renaud has osteoarthritis involving both sides of the body. She may take Tylenol if needed for pain. She is not taking too much as far as medication goes now.

2. She has hypertension stable with losartan 50 mg daily.

3. She has atrial fibrillation and I will continue metoprolol 50 mg twice a day, plus Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d.

4. She has dementia. I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily.

5. She is on memantine 5 mg daily. 

6. She has depression and I will continue Zoloft 50 mg daily.

7. She has gastroesophageal reflux disease and I will continue Protonix 40 mg daily.
