CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sinus type headache, chronic rhinitis, CPAP apnea, chronic bronchitis, abdominal CT scan of the abdomen.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has a headache on and off for past few months, but now it is more persistent for past one week and the patient was given azithromycin, which she has five days course, still has heaviness in the head and headache is mostly in the daytime and the patient has history of CPAP and she used CPAP machine for past several years. The patient was recently seen by pulmonologist.
The patient has a chronic nasal congestion and she uses nasal spray fluticasone one puff twice a day.
The patient also stated that lately her sleep has been good since she is using the CPAP machine and she does not have any daytime somnolence.

The patient had a CT scan of the abdomen and it showed left lobe of the liver has possible cirrhosis. The patient does not have any pain. There was no nausea or vomiting and loss of appetite.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes mellitus and she is on glimepiride 4 mg one a day, metformin 1000 mg once a day, Aspart insulin Flexpen to check blood sugar twice a day and uses according to the sliding scale.
The patient is also on metformin 1000 mg once a day.

All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and she has no history of substance abuse.

ALLERGIES: None.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals sinus type headache and also congestion of the both nostrils. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

ABDOMEN: Soft and obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant abnormality.
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
