CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, nasal congestion, followup after CT scan of the lung, and CT scan of the neck.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has been coughing for past two weeks and she went for wedding in California and since then she has dry cough without any sputum production. There was no blood and she had COVID test done was unremarkable and she is fully vaccinated.
The patient also complained of nasal congestion it is on and off and she has a history of seasonal allergies. She described no nasal bleed.
The patient had a CT scan of the abdomen, which showed slight abnormality of the right lobe with few signs of infiltration.
The patient also had a CT scan of the thyroid, which showed thyroid nodule less than 1cm size.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, headache, dizziness double vision, sore throat, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on losartan 100 mg once a day, hydralazine 50 mg four times a day, and diltiazem 300 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet. All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant abnormality. Nasal passages are bilaterally equal without any congestion or bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement either. Also, there is no lymph node enlargement of the axilla.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
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
