HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Leboues is a 69-year-old Caucasian male seen today on rounds. He is hemodynamically and clinically stable. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes, or bleeding. No acute concerns expressed by the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: CAD, coronary artery bypass grafting, diabetes, COPD, hypertension, and systolic congestive heart failure.

MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine, aspirin, atorvastatin, bethanechol chloride, Plavix, docusate, famotidine, fludrocortisone acetate, furosemide, gabapentin, glipizide, isosorbide mononitrate, lisinopril, meloxicam as needed, metoprolol, nitroglycerin as needed, prednisone, Ranexa, ropinirole, and Tylenol as needed.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, HYDROCODONE, PENTAZOCINE, and TALWIN.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/73, temperature 97.1, heart rate 64, respirations 20, blood sugar 112, and O2 saturation 97%. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest: Rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate. Regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neuro: Grossly nonfocal. Derm: He has no suspicious lesions.
ASSESSMENT: 
1. History of chest pain. Continue current therapy and nitroglycerin as needed.

2. Congestive heart failure. Continue current medications.
3. Diabetes. Continue current medications and diet control.

4. Hypertension. Continue current medications.
5. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications. 
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
