History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: As you know, I evaluated Ms. Williams as described in the reports above. She is now a 57-year-old woman who again reports she injured her left hand and wrist at work on 03/05/16. On that occasion, a patient fell on her hand. She did not go to the emergency room afterwards. She had further evaluation, but remains unaware of her final diagnosis. She did undergo surgery, but has completed her course of active treatment.
She did receive an Order Approving Settlement on 04/15/19 to be INSERTED. She then applied for review of that award. I am not in receipt of medical documentation to confirm additional treatment was rendered. However, you did convey some information that will be INSERTED as marked from the cover letter.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

UPPER EXTREMITIES: Inspection of the upper extremities revealed no bony or soft tissue abnormalities. Inspection revealed a faint healed scar on the volar left palm, but no swelling, atrophy, or effusions. Skin was normal in color, turgor, and temperature. Range of motion was accomplished fully at the shoulders, elbows, wrists, and fingers bilaterally without crepitus, tenderness, locking, or triggering. Fine and gross hand manipulation were intact. The deep tendon reflexes were 2+ at the biceps, triceps, and brachioradialis. Peripheral pulses, pinprick, and soft-touch sensations were intact bilaterally.  Manual muscle testing was 5/5 in bilateral hand grasp, pinch grip, and throughout the upper extremities. There was no significant tenderness with palpation of either upper extremity.
HANDS/WRISTS/ELBOWS: Normal macro
CERVICAL SPINE: Normal macro
IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 03/05/16, Larene Williams was injured at work as marked in my most recent report. Since seen here, she received an Order Approving Settlement and then reopened her case. However, it does not appear that she sought any further medical treatment. She denies any subsequent injuries. The current exam of Ms. Williams was virtually unremarkable.
My opinions relative to permanency and causation are the same as marked in my prior report.
