DICTATION STARTS ABRUPTLY

HPI: A 93-year-old with diarrhea. I saw her on 06/14/2022, it was the first time that I was aware of that, no one had contacted me. She spends her day in bed, is incontinent. They get her out for meals, she eats a small amount and has had clear weight loss. Based on the odor of the stool on 06/14/2022, C. difficile culture was ordered. There is no indication that it was ever done and the patient is completing the initial course of vancomycin with no noted change. She does not appear in discomfort. She is quiet, withdrawn and dependent for assist in all ADLs.
DIAGNOSES: Diarrhea, persistent, not responding to initial course of vancomycin, end-stage Alzheimer’s disease, dysphagia with modified diet, pain management, HTN and anxiety.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/14/2022.
ALLERGIES: PCN and BACTRIM.
DIET: Pureed with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Crossroads.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, lying in bed quietly, did not look in our direction when entered and then later saw her in the dining room where she attempts to feed herself, but has to have assist.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She is weight-bearing for transfers and has fair neck and truncal stability in her wheelchair. She appears quite fatigued.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She tends to have a blank expression, just looks about, limited eye contact, can speak, will say only a few words at a time, can be appropriate responses. SKIN: Dry with poor turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Diarrhea. I have reordered C. diff culture along with Shigella and Yersinia. We will reorder vancomycin 125 mg q.6h. for 14 days and adjust medication pending as to culture results. I have asked staff to monitor her fluid intake and family will be updated.
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
