PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NEURO: Orientation x1. She made eye contact. She was verbal. Her speech was clear. The content was random and tangential. She was not able to give information about self and has clear memory deficits both short and long-term, blunted affect.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Dementia with slight change in behavior and steadiness. UA with C&S to rule out infectious factors and we will treat based on C&S.

2. Medication review. Depakote will be decreased to 125 mg b.i.d. as there have not been behavioral issues for some time and Megace will be decreased to 200 mg q.d. as she has lost weight in the face of taking it now for nine months.

3. General care. The patient is due for annual labs, so CBC and CMP ordered.
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
