CC: Squamous cell carcinoma of the left cheek.

HPI: An 89-year-old with a growth on her left cheek that was diagnosed by dermatology as squamous cell carcinoma, it had been cut back with re-growth occurring rapidly and larger than the original tumor with excision on 04/29/2022. Reportedly, the patient was seen by dermatologist on 06/27/2022; unfortunately, there is not a note, so I am not clear on what occurred during that visit, but earlier today while I was looking through charts a nurse came to get me and had a large chunk of actually tumor that had fallen off the patient’s face and the remained more with a very foul odor. Nurse was able to clean the area removing a yellow green tissue again with just a very foul odor. The area was then antiseptically cleaned and a large Band-Aid put into place. I did call daughter and left a VM with her regarding the above. The patient was tearful and agitated, but she went to lunch and did eat a little bit, she just feed herself; usually, staff will have to prompt and cue her. She was propelling her wheelchair around, but she did not want to be alone, she wanted me to sit and hold her hand.

DIAGNOSES: Squamous cell carcinoma of the left cheek, large and necrotic, end-stage unspecified dementia, macular degeneration, dysphagia, osteoporosis and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/14/2022.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, unkempt, sitting in her wheelchair that she was propelling herself in. No edema. Moves limbs, requires a full transfer assist.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She was tearful, just needed someone to sit with her and she wanted to hold her hand and it took a bit, but she seemed to calm down. She denied pain when asked.
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SKIN: The tumor mass on the left side of her face significantly decreased because it is a round, kind of heel shaped tumor, so the distal portion dies off and then just fell leaving underneath a dead skin with foul odor. No evidence of secondary infection.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Squamous cell carcinoma. It is becoming more necrotic and falling off; unfortunately is not flat surfaced yet. We will see if I can get information from the daughter as to what will be if anything done regarding this mass and the nursing staff will check on it and keep it clean.
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
