CC: Lab review and request for letter of incapacity.
HPI: A 94-year-old status post GI bleed requiring transfusion and overnight stay at Mercy Hospital. We have been doing serial CBCs and his is reviewed today. When he arrived at Mercy, his hemoglobin was 4.5. On 06/14/2022, H&H were 8.0 and 25.0, today it is 9.0 and 21.0 with an RDW of 20.6. Son reports that the patient did throw up today for the first time in over three weeks. He stated his father just looked at him and stated “I think I am going to throw up” and did. The patient though was eager to get to dinner as we were talking. The patient is also on Protonix, which has been of help.
MEDICATIONS: Protonix 40 mg b.i.d., allopurinol 100 mg q.d., metformin 500 mg b.i.d., MiraLAX q.d., Phenergan q.d., sucralfate 1 g b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed and alert, seated in his wheelchair transported by his son, he was quiet. He does have significant hearing loss and interfering with conversation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He appeared more relaxed with less edema in either leg and is transferring with assist.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post GI bleed. He is now receiving Protonix at 40 mg b.i.d. and we will leave this in place for six months before considering to decrease. Emesis x1 and he has p.r.n. Phenergan and monitor his diet for foods that agree with him.
2. Anemia. H&H reviewed with son. It is an improvement, still low, but given what it was, they are pleased.
3. Letter of Capacity contacted my office, so that we can get that started and I will be in to sign it next week.
