CC: Lab review and increased confusion.
HPI: An 84-year-old with Lewy body dementia and the longer he is here the more we are able to see his memory and behavioral deficits. He gets lost in the facility unable to find his room needing direction. His conversation with others at mealtimes has been enough to drive some of them to sit elsewhere and his interactions with staff sometimes push the limit, he means no harm, but he can be a bit off-color. Today, going into his room, he was getting dressed, he came out without a shirt on and then got one on, had put cologne on and he stated that today was his birthday and that his friends were coming to cook for him. He was very excited, it is clear he dressed for it. The only issue is that his birthday is 08/09 as opposed to 06/30. I told him what today was and when his birthday is, it did not seem to faze him and he stated that it was still his birthday and they are coming today, I do not know if that happened. There is a question of whether the patient needs to move to memory care at this point. He is able to perform all of his ADLs, getting lost does occur and he can be a bit inappropriate in his conversations, but having spoken to daughter last week who states he would have just had a meltdown had he been behind the locked unit that being able to get out and about has been very important to him.

When seen today, we have reviewed his labs. He appeared a bit apprehensive and I told him that it was all good and his CBC, white count is 10.6, 0.6 higher than normal, still within a range of okay and CMP, BUN and creatinine of 33.5 and 1.5. TSH WNL.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Lab review. All within normal or near normal range. No interventions required.
2. Increased confusion. The patient is able to do all of his ADLs. He gets lost, but he is able to ask for help. We will monitor, give more time before consideration to MC though that is likely in his future.
3. Behavioral issues. Last week, he started Zoloft 50 mg q.d. and has Xanax 0.5 mg b.i.d. p.r.n. This patient is not able to ask and is going to be dependent on the nurse or med aide around to evaluate and give him the medication.
4. Delusional thinking. Haldol 0.25 mg b.i.d.
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
