CC: Increased pain.

HPI: A 91-year-old, non-ambulatory, gets around in an electric wheelchair, he requires transfer assist, has end-stage CHF and COPD. Last week, talked to the patient, he is very hard of hearing and his speech is garbled, so he is difficult to understand and it is not clear that he comprehends anything said to him that he does hear. I spoke to his daughter and we talked about memory care and hospice, she agreed to both while changed her mind about memory care, so he remains in his room and is followed by Traditions Hospice who have provided a Hoyer lift; it has made things much easier for staff to transfer the patient. Today, he is seen in his room, he is quiet, he just stared at me. I do not know that if he heard what I was saying despite speaking to him loudly. Staff report that there are indications that he is having increased pain, not covered by the current Norco and Tylenol that he is receiving. Last week, I wrote for Norco 5/325 q.6h. and Tylenol 650 mg t.i.d. routine. For the last several days, the staff have given him an a.m. Norco as they know him and believe that he is in pain and he did appear much more comfortable afterwards and it becomes clear in the mid afternoon when the pain returns.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage CHF and COPD, atrial fibrillation, HTN, HOH, and end-stage vascular dementia.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/23/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: CARDIZEM and AMIODARONE.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS.

HOSPICE: Traditions.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was awake, making eye contact, but not speaking and face did not register whether he understood what was said.

CARDIAC: He is in regular rhythm. Distant heart sounds. No murmur, rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowels sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
SKIN: He has some scaling and dryness on the dorsum of his hands and forearms, lower extremities some dryness.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. The patient has a history of chronic back and hip pain. Norco will be given a.m., 1 p.m. and h.s. Tylenol 650 mg continues q.6h. p.r.n.
