HPI: A 93-year-old with moderately advanced unspecified dementia which has clearly progressed as well as chronic lower extremity edema and noncompliant patient to elevate legs. Her diuretics were adjusted couple of weeks ago and actually appeared to be of benefit and nurse who routinely sees her states that they do look much better. The patient has three children. Her daughter Deborah Hatcher who lives in Blanchard is the medical POA and has been the most involved in her mother’s care, called and had requested a DNR form be signed. I spoke with her and her mother does have an advance directive that makes it clear she wants to no heroic measures and she feels she wants to honor her mother’s wishes. I think there is a concern that her two other siblings may feel differently. I reassured her that it is POA and she had the authority to do that and she was agreeable.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s dementia with BPSD, insomnia, seizures, depression, atrial fibrillation and HLD.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 6.25 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg q.12h., Keppra 250 mg b.i.d., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Desyrel 100 mg h.s. torsemide 100 mg q.d., Os-Cal q.d.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Now, DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably in no distress. Exam limited as the patient is showing symptoms of URI.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/93. Pulse 89. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 18. O2 saturation 97%.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DNR request. Spoke with the patient’s daughter/POA Deborah Hatcher and physician certification for DNR completed at her request.
