CC: 60-day followup.

HPI: An 87-year-old seen in room, she is sitting up, well groomed, alert and conversant with clear speech. The patient has MCI, which appears stable. The patient continues to come out for all meals and activities, ambulates independently, has had no falls or acute medical issues in two months.

DIAGNOSES: MCI stable, HTN, HLD, visual loss of left eye with left ophthalmic artery CVA.

MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s. and D3 1000 IU q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular within liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, pleasant female.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/77, pulse 60, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and weight 142 pounds.

HEENT: Her hair is groomed. Corrective lenses in place. Conjunctivae clear. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

RESPIRATORY: Normal respiratory rate and effort with clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good muscle mass and motor strength. The patient is lean. She walks frequently throughout the day. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x3. Speech is clear, voices her needs, is generally a quiet type person.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. MCI stable. Just continue to monitor.
2. HTN and BPs were followed and WNL.

3. Allergic rhinitis. Managed with OTC medications.
