CC: 60-day note.
HPI: A 104-year-old female sitting in her rocking chair, she was napping quietly. I was able to look at her without her awakening. Staff report that she comes out for meals and activities, she interacts with other residents, ambulates with her walker and is able to voice her needs. She is generally very pleasant.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia unspecified stable, gait abnormality, OA and GERD.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
MEDICATIONS: She takes no routine medications, but has p.r.n. Tylenol and MiraLAX
DIET: Regular, NAS, ground meat, thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Slightly frail female sitting comfortably and she is well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/64, pulse 60, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and weight 142 pounds.
HEENT: Her hair is combed and has lip color on.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm without MRG. PMI is nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Hypoactive bowel sounds present. No tenderness or distention.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No LEE and ambulates with a walker.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She is pleasant and smiles. She voices her needs and can give information. She does speak slowly and softly.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 60-day note. The patient has been stable with no acute medical events or falls. Continue with current treatment plan.
