CC: 60-day note.
HPI: A 90-year-old who was sitting out in the day room with other residents. He was engaged in conversation with a female resident, both were pleasant when I spoke to them. The patient continues to come out for all meals and participates in activities. He likes socializing and likes to share what he did professionally. He has thanked me for checking up on him. He denies pain, insomnia, constipation or change in appetite. He has had no falls or acute medical events this period. On 05/19/2022, I was contacted as the patient seemed to be confused more than usual. They want to obtain a UA, which I went ahead and gave the okay for and it returned completely normal; he was just having an off day.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, ischemic cardiomyopathy, HTN, CAD, HLD, and COPD.
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Plavix q.d., irbesartan 75 mg h.s., and Zocor 20 mg h.s.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with thin liquids.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-groomed, pleasant gentleman interactive.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/88, pulse 80, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, and weight 156 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He has slow, but steady gait and no lower extremity edema. Intact radial pulses.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2. He has to reference for date and time and he acknowledges that he does not worry about what the days are. His speech is clear. He has a sense of humor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 60-day note. The patient with no falls or acute medical events. Remains social, coming out for meals and activities, independent in his ADLs, does have standby assist during showers. No change in current care plan.
