CC: Followup on left eyelid.

HPI: An 88-year-old last seen 06/01/22 and at that time her left upper lid clearly had a sty. It was tender and she felt like it was noticeable to other people looking at her as well as affecting her vision. It was in the way. We started her on antibiotic amoxicillin 500 mg q.8h. We also did warm compresses to the left eye three to six times a day for three days. Actually, I was contacted about this on 06/28/22 with treatment started the following day. So, the patient states she feels good. She looks at the eye herself and sees that the white head part of it is no longer there that is smaller in size and much less noticeable plus she does not see it when she looks out visually. She wants to know when she had quit taking the pills and I stated that she would likely be done tomorrow. Overall, she is feeling good.

DIAGNOSES: Cardiac arrhythmia with anticoagulant, HTN, OAB, insomnia, and seasonal allergies.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/01/22 note.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant well groomed female cooperative and engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/73, pulse 68, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%.

HEENT: Left upper lid, mid lid there remains a small slightly darker reddened area little nodule, but the white head component is gone overall smaller in size and there is no tenderness. It is actually more difficult to see when you look at her than previously.
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NEUROLOGIC: She is alert, pleasant and oriented x 2-3 Voices her needs. Acknowledges memory deficit to which she is not happy about.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. Actually her lower limb she does have tight socks and I told her that she just alleviate some of the pressure with some slits made with scissors that are short in length.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left upper lid sty resolving. I told her that it will continue to get smaller and she still has more antibiotic to go.

2. General care. She is doing well and gets out and about which I encouraged her to continue to do.
