CC: Back pain.

HPI: A 94-year-old with a history of back pain. The granddaughter/POA Amber had contacted the unit nurse and requested tramadol 50 mg q.6h. routine to address her back pain. Med was started and asking patient about back pain she just seems surprised, she stated I do not have any pain. So, apparently the medication is effective.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, depression, OAB, HLD, HTN, and BPSD.

ALLERGIES: Bactrim and clindamycin.

DIET: Regular, mechanical soft with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/08/22.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in a room which is well kempt, in no distress. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 147/83, pulse 99, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 145.2 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced. 

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lungs fields clear. Symmetric excursion. No cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She was seated in her rocker however her earlier ambulating quite steadily with a walker.
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NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech was clear. She can make her point and began looking at the art work on her wall and it was all painted by her and it is actually quite beautiful and then she started talking about the fact that she designs clothing and states she is not a seamstress but she designs. So she seemed to really perk up and enjoying talking about those things.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Back pain is treated without any problems. So, we will continue with current pain medication.

2. BPSD. She is on Zyprexa, which appears to address her issues. She was at Geri psych prior to admission to facility St. Anthony’s.
