CC: Spoke to guardian.

HPI: A 70-year-old whose daughter Josie Wagoner is now legal guardian as of a week ago. I contacted her and she is in a position now to have to determine going forward the best situation for her father. The patient actually was hospitalized then spent time in Geri Psych in May and daughter states that this is not the first time that this has occurred and so there trust level is quite low with him as he knows what to say in order to return home and continue on with his drinking. We discussed assisted-living what that entails. She brought up the issue of driving safety and I think at this point the answer is no and told her so. I just do not think he has the wherewithal to make quick decisions that would be needed. She brought up other concerns like related to his self-care that he did not do it at home and here with prompting he is doing the bare minimum. The patient continues to walk around in pajamas bottoms and a T-shirt and his hair is matted with facial hair growth of several days. She also brought up the patient having access to his finances and she stated that he had assets that he has clearly thrown away and made poor choices in how he spent things. So I told her the fact that he is in a memory care would do enough to assert that he is not able to handle his financial affairs. I then spoke with his daughter/POA now guardian Josie Wagoner at length. She has concerns about him getting out of the facility and they had been through multiple times with him hospitalizations, inpatient behavioral healthcare, and it does not result in any change lasting beyond a week or two and then he returns back to the drinking, spending erratically, isolating and poor personal care. All those issues were brought up by her and she has reasonable concerns. I encouraged her that he could just sit here for a while and maybe develop some sense of awareness of where he is and why and then I also told her what assisted-living has to offer. She brings up that he seems to have no empathy for adults and believes that people just see things as he tells them they are verses as they actually are. His financial records that she has had to look into show large amounts of money spent with no accounting for them.
