CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 85-year-old status post CVA with late effects of left side hemiplegia, incontinence of B&B and she has advanced vascular dementia. The patient has chronic lower extremity edema on 06/22. Torsemide was changed to 100 mg MWF. She has had elevated potassium 5.7 on 06/17. KCl was held for five days then restarted. Today, BMP is review. Potassium is 4.3, BUN and creatinine are 39/1.31, which are improvements from 46 and 1.39 on 06/17. We will continue with the decreased frequency of torsemide and continue to monitor bilateral lower extremities, which continue with trace to +1 ankle and distal pretibial edema.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/78, pulse 66, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, O2 saturation 96%, and weight 188.9 pounds.
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
