CC: Daughter with medication concerns.
HPI: An 80-year-old who had an outing with her daughter yesterday and taking medications home with her realized that she is receiving her Sinemet one tablet q.6h versus two tablets which she had been on at home. I called her today letting her know that there was actually a neurology consult during her Integris Hospital stay and it is likely that the change was made as a result of their evaluation. The patient is doing quite good overall and today the activities director just had her stand while he stood in front of her holding her hand with minimal reliance on him holding her, she was able to stand herself up in one attempt and she was quite steady and then was able to walk a small circle around becoming wobbly once but then catching herself until she sat down. She did not appear fatigued but was smiling. The patient was also out with family yesterday and was surprised to have a brother from out of state and cousins from out of state all their spending the day together with her. She did not appear worn out. I spoke to patient’s daughter/POA Jan Johnson regarding the above noted change and reassured her that she is doing well with the change in more of this medication does not necessarily mean better. She is relieved to hear what activity she was doing and that she is not worn out. Continue with same medications Sinemet 100/25 mg one p.o. q.i.d.
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
